Message to all the believers in Baha’u’llah

After Shoghi Effendi, the first Guardian of the Baha’i Faith, left this world on Nov.
4, 1957, a group of people, then elevated to the rank of the Hands of the Cause of
God, led by Ruhiyyah Khanum, openly opposed and challenged the authority of C.
M. Remey, the head of the embryo of the Universal House of Justice, who was
appointed by the first guardian of the Faith, to that position, on 9™ of January,
1951. As the head of the Universal House of Justice and the office of the
Guardianship is the same, C.M. Remey became the 2™ Guardian of the Baha’i faith
on 4 Nov. 1957. C.M. Remey declared his position as the 2"® Guardian of the
Baha’i Faith and the successor to the 1% Guardian, in his declaration of Ridvan, 117
of B.E, April, 1960.

The group of the ex-Hands of the Cause collectively claimed the successor ship to
the 1% Guardian of the Baha’i Faith, Shoghi Effendi, and after “assuming the reins
of authority with no documents’™ to support them, formed an illegitimate
Universal House of Justice in 1963 to mislead the believers.

The so called Universal House of Justice does not have the Guardian, in person, as
its president, a fundamental requirement under the provision of the Will and
Testament of ‘Abdu’l-Baha. It has not been formed in accordance with the
Writings of the Baha’i Faith. It has not been the development of the embryo of
Universal House of Justice, established by the first Guardian of the Faith in early
1951. Thus this body, the budded Universal House of Justice, is false universal
house of justice and it is illegitimate.

Shoghi Effendi, the first Guardian, has rejected, in advance, validity of such an
institution in his letter of summer of 1925 where he states:

“Any institution that is not established in accordance with the Divine
Order, not in conformity with the principles and the conditions recorded
in the Holy Writings, as it is required for this august institution,
consequently such an institution is void of credential deprived of
spiritual station, and forbidden to have any right to legislate and enact
laws and ordinances which are not explicitly recorded in the Holy
Writings. It also lacks the essential qualities and the Divine
conﬁrmation. » [Reference to the Universal House of Justice]

The 4" Guardian of the Baha’i Faith

Jacques Soghomonian was born in 1926 and ascended to Abha Kingdom on 6 September 2013 at
the age of 87. His parents migrated from Armenia to France then travelled to North Africa for work.
Jacques was born in North Africa; Bordj Bou Arréridj. The family returned to France and lived in
Paris until Jacques turned six when they moved to Marseille. It appears that the migration was the
result of Genocide of the Armenians by the Turks beginning in 1915 and lasting till 1923 in which
over one million Armenians died and many of them fled persecution.

Jacques Soghomonian’s grandfather and his daughter, Jacques’s mother were Baha’is. Jacques
Soghomonian accepted the Baha’i Faith and was active in the Baha’i affair such as teaching the
Baha’i Revelation and membership in local assemblies and the France National Spiritual Assembly.
Subsequent to the ascension of Shoghi Effendi, the Ex-Hands of the Faith opposed the continuation
of the Guardianship and later in 1960 Proclamation of Charles Mason Remey as the 2" Guardian of
the Faith. The National Spiritual Assembly of France voted to support C. M. Remey’s proclamation
and the continuation of the Institution of the Guardianship. Jacques Soghomonian was one of the
members of the France National Assembly who voted in favor of continuation of Guardianship.

Jacques Soghomonian continued his activities in the affairs of the Faith and faithfully served the
then present Guardian, C M Remey. He visited Mason Remey in Florence, Italy in the company of
D. A. Harvey in early September 1972. An account of this visit was documented by them and it was
published in Ridvan Issue No 14 August, 2010.

After Mason Remey left this world in 1974, Jacques Soghomonian supported D. A. Harvey the
appointee of C. M. Remey as his successor and the third Guardian of the Faith. During Donald’s
ministry Jacques Soghomonian helped and assisted the third Guardian and continued teaching the
Faith to those thirsty of the truth of the Baha’i Faith.

On November, 17, 1984 the third Guardian wrote:

“To all the Believers, Servants and Handmaids of the Universal Faith and Revelation of
Baha’u’llah:

By this writ in my own handwriting 1, Donald Alphonse Harvey, presently residing at 5, rue
Lavasier, 75008 Paris, France and presently being the Third Guardian of the Universal Faith and
Revelation of Baha’u’llah until my soul is called from this earth, do appoint and designate Mr.
Jacque SOGHOMONIAN, presently residing at 27, place Sebastopol, 13004 Marseille, France, as
his successor as Fourth Guardian of the Universal Faith and Revelation of Baha’u’llah. This writ is
thus being made by virtue of the Explicit Text of the Will and Testament of ‘Abdu’l-Baha’, in
compliance with all prescription found in it.

Third Guardian*

Upon the death of the third Guardian of the Faith on 19 October 1991 at the age of 68; Jacques
Soghomonian became the fourth Guardian. During his Guardianship he protected the Baha’i Faith,
and wrote letters to individuals encouraging them to maintain a high standard of spiritual quality
and teach the Faith. He also wrote letters to the so-called universal house of justice and National
Assemblies who supported the false house of justice and the individuals. In his last letter of 27 May,
2013, he wrote:



Dear Friends of the Baha’i worldwide Faith,

Following the Writings of Baha’u’llah and His message to the whole world, I, [Jacques
Soghomonian, the 4™ Guardian of the Faith] would like to warn you of the false messages
from the [the so called] universal house of justice. They have falsified the Words of
Baha’u’llah [the Founder of the Faith] and Abdu’l-Baha, the Center of the Covenant [of
Baha’u’llah]. They have destroyed the true [Baha’i] Faith and the original Teachings of the
[the Founder] and the Master, ‘Abdul-Baha.

O Believers! You have followed the Ex-Hands [of the Cause] whom they have not given
authority to be followed. They formed a false International House of Justice in 1963.

All the Ex-Hands of the Cause are now deceased.

O Believers! Try to understand the Will and Testament of ‘Abdul-Baha, the Book of
Covenant, the Writings of Baha’u’llah and other material on the Baha’i Faith translated by
Shoghi Effendi and make your own judgment.

O Believers! You are not obliged to believe or to follow the destroyers of the true Faith of
Baha’u’llah. If you are the true believer read and investigate for yourself the Writings
translated by Shoghi Effendi and you will realize that the false faith [advanced by Ex-Hands
and false universal house of justice] which has nothing in common with True Faith of
Baha’u’llah. The Writings have been translated by Shoghi Effendi [and are all available for
your review.]

If you sincerely investigate God will help to understand the truth of the guardianship. The
Guardianship is not taboo and in accordance with the Covenant the succession of the
Guardianship will continue.

Shoghi Effendi is descendent of the Bab and Baha’u’llah.

In accordance with the Will and Testament of ‘Abdu’l-Baha it is written in black and white
that [ “... and his glorious lineage not be matched with a goodly character, then must he (the
guardian of the Cause of God), choose another branch to succeed him.” ] Shoghi Effendi
has nominated Charles Mason Remey as his successor [by two cablegrams of 9" of January
and 2" of March 1951]. C. M. Remey died in 1974. He appointed, in his own hand writing,
D. A. Harvey as the 3" Guardian of the Faith. D. A. Harvey in his own hand writing and in
presence of a solicitor at Mont Cote D’or, [France], in the form of a will appointed Jacques
Soghomonian as his successor, the 4™ Guardian of the Faith. And I, Jacques Soghomonian,
have nominated my successor, Enayatollah S. Yazdani who will be the 5™ Guardian of the
Faith [after my soul is departed from this world. Reference: My signed and sealed letter of
10" of February, 2005.]

The Chart of the Baha’i worldwide Faith provides that:
e The Guardian remains the permanent President of the Universal House of Justice.
e The election of the Universal House of Justice is done in accordance with the specific



laws of Baha’u’llah.

e The Hands of Cause are nominated by the Guardian of the Faith himself.

e In accordance with the Holy Writings the Ex-Hands of the Cause made a monumental
error in rejection of the continuation of Guardianship after ascension of the 1% Guardian
early November 1957. Today is the time to correct the past mistakes

O Believers! Be aware of the situation you are in now. Pray to God to direct you in the right
direction. This is fundamental requirement before the great catastrophe forecasted by
Baha’u’llah.

Under the direction of the fourth Guardian of the Faith Ridvan magazine was published and
distributed among the friends including National Assemblies supporting the present administration
in Haifa.

Jacques Soghomonian in his signed and sealed open letter of 10 February 2005 appointed his
successor. Part of the letter reads “Last but not least with my intense prayer, here is my supreme and
final willingness: | indisputably name as my successor Mr. Enayatollah Sarvestani YAZDANI
[living at] 2c Hampden Road Pennant Hill, NSW, Australia. He will be the 5™ Guardian after my
death.”

Jacques Soghomonian suffered from kidney failure for several years and as a result he received
dialysis three times per week, which caused lethargy, breathlessness and anemia.

On 31 August 2013 Jacques took a fall at his daughter’s home in Paris and sustained a fracture to
his right neck of femur (NOF). He underwent surgery on the 4 September 2013. Due to his past
medical and physical limitations Jacque sadly didn’t survive the surgery and passed away at the age
of 87 at 10:30 am on 6 September, 2013.

The Guardian's body was moved to Marseille. In the mortuary of Marseille he was laid out and he
could be visited by family members and the friends. The body of the Guardian was visited by the
believers from France, Switzerland and the United States. E. S. Yazdani arrived in Marseille in the
early morning of 12 September 2013 from Sydney, Australia. In the company of others he visited
the body of the late Guardian of the Faith for the last time before 8:00 am 12 September, 2013.
Prayers were read. A special prayer for protection of the Cause of God revealed by Baha’u’llah in
Persian, was chanted by E. S. Yazdani before the funeral.

The Guardian’s funeral was arranged for Thursday 12 September 2013 at 8:30 am. The weather on
that day was pleasant and the funeral party drove from the mortuary to the Apostolic Armenian
Church of Marseille where an Armenian service was held for Jacques.

It was in this same church Jacques Soghomonian married his wife, Christine. In February 2012 a
funeral service was held there for her. Jacques and his wife were of Armenian origin. His wife kept
her Armenian Christian faith while supporting her husband in all his Baha'i activities. During the
service talks were given by the Jacques family members. Besides the family members and friends,



the believers present included E. S. Yazdani from Australia, Hand of the Cause Beat Edelmann
from Switzerland and Amy Kruger from USA.

After the service the funeral party drove to the village of La Cadiere d'Azur East of Marseille. The
children of Jacques Soghomonian bought plot for their parents to be buried and rest in peace
together. The burial sits on the shore of the Mediterranean Sea where they loved to spend time
together. A picture of Jacques and one of his daughters in this village can be found on the front page
of Ridvan magazine Issue No. 15 March 2011.

The Guardian’s funeral was completed by reading the Baha’i prayer for the deceased in Persian by
E. S. Yazdani. Flowers were placed over the coffin after it was positioned in the grave. Charles, the
grandson of Jacques Soghomonian, played a beautiful piece on his viola. The tomb was then closed
and the funeral completed by midday 12 September, 2013.

Jacques Soghomonian is survived by two sons Philip and Jean-Jacques and two daughters Francoise
and Edith. In memory of the late Guardian of the Faith a few photos are presented here.

The soul of the 4" Guardian of the Baha’i Faith, Jaques Soghomonian, has ascended to the next world
on 6™ of September 2013. The cause of his death was due to kidney and other physical complication that
the late Guardian was suffering for several years. His death brought sadness to many.

The Guardian’s funeral was arranged for Thursday 12 September 2013.

On 10 September, 2013 | left Sydney for Marseille, France to attend the funeral. The Hands of the
Cause Mr. Beat Edelmann, Miss Amy Krueger and | together with the family of the late Guardian and
friends attended the funeral. The Guardian’s funeral was completed by reading Baha’i prayer for death
by E. S. Yazdani. The body of the Guardian was buried in a village near the city of Marssielle, France
on Shore of the Mediteranian Sea.

Jacques Soghomonian was appointed by D. A. Harvey, 3th Guardian of the Faith, on 17 November 1984
to succeed him. He became the 4™ Guardian of the Faith upon ascension of his predessessor on 19" of
October, 1991. The 4™ Guardian protected the Cause of Baha’u’llah from the death of his predecessor
D. A. Harvey to his own ascension to Abha kingdom on 6 September, 2013. He was succeeded by his
appointed successor.

With utmost humblenessn and in accordance with the 4™ Guardian of the Faith, Jagues Soghomonian’s
appointment, I am writing to announce my status as the present and the 5th Guardian of the Baha’i Faith.
I am making no claim of myself. | have been appointed to the position of Guardianship of the Baha’i
Faith by my predecessor Jacques Soghomonian in his open letter of February 10t, 2005 and his
confirmation in his last open letter of 27 of May, 2013. In accordance with the Will and Testament of
‘Abdu’l-Baha, | have been ascended to the position of Guardianship of the Baha’i Faith from the time
Jacques Soghomonian left this plane to the next, that is at 10:30 am September 6th 2013 Paris local time.

The line of Guardianship has not been broken and the members of the so called universal house of
justice and their misled supporters should note that whatever have been revealed by the Pen of
Baha’u’llah and His appointed Centre of Covenant; ‘Abdu’l-Baha has been and will be manifested in
this world. The Kingdom of God foretold by Christ two thousand years ago will be established in this
world. Attempts made by the ex-Hands of the Faith to end the continuation of Guardianship in the
World Order of Baha’u’llah, that has shown its ugly face since ascension of the 1st Guardian of the
Faith, “seem for a while able to create a breach in the ranks of the faithful, recede finally into the
obscurity of oblivion, and are thought of no more.”

At this point in time that the human family have denied themselves of the light of the Faith of
Baha’u’llah and those that separated themselves from the Spirit of Baha’u’llah by denying Guardianship
of C. M. Remey and set themselves on a deviated path; I call upon you all to join with me to pray for
unity of mankind and say:

“Lauded be Thy name, O Lord my God! Darkness hath fallen upon every land, and the forces of
mischief have encompassed all the nations. Through them, however, | perceive the splendors of
Thy wisdom, and discern the brightness of the light of Thy providence.

They that are shut out as by a veil from Thee have imagined that they have the power to put out
Thy light, and to quench Thy fire, and to still the winds of Thy grace. Nay, and to this Thy might
beareth me witness! Had not every tribulation been made the bearer of Thy wisdom, and every



ordeal the vehicle of Thy providence, no one would have dared oppose us, though the powers of
earth and heaven were to be leagued against us. Were | to unravel the wondrous mysteries of
Thy wisdom which are laid bare before me, the reins of Thine enemies would be cleft asunder.
Glorified be Thou, then, O my God! I beseech Thee by Thy Most Great Name to assemble them
that love Thee around the Law that streameth from the good-pleasure of Thy will, and to send
down upon them what will assure their hearts. Potent art Thou to do what pleaseth Thee. Thou
art, verily, the Help in Peril, the Self-Subsisting. ”

My dearly beloved friends and faithful in His Covenant be assure that the Cause of Baha’u’llah is
protected and the future is bright. “The whole earth” Baha’u’llah forecasted “is now in a state of
pregnancy. The day is approaching when it will have yielded its noblest fruits, when from it will sprung
forth the loftiest tree, the most enchanting blossoms, the most heavenly blessings.”

Currently the present Guardian is working on a three years plan in which its details will be revealed in
due course.

Dear Baha’i Friends in Baha’u’llah and the Faithfull Believers in His Covenant

Subsequent to the ascension of Shoghi Effendi on 4™ of November, 1957, the attack on the
Baha’i Faith and the Institutions of the World Order of Baha’u’llah, in particular the Institution of
Guardianship, was intensified many folds from within. A group of people then elevated to the rank
of Hands of the Faith, headed by Ruhiyyih Khanum, collectively claimed successorship to Shoghi
Effendi, and they took over the management of the Baha’i Communities throughout the world. The
group of ex-Hands of the Faith did not pay any attention to the International Baha’i Council, which
was created and named by Shoghi Effendi as the embryo of the Universal House of Justice; nor did
they accept C. M. Remey, the president of the embryo of the Universal House of Justice, as the
second Guardian of the Faith when he proclaimed his position as the second Guardian of the Faith
in his proclamation issued on Ridvan, 1960. The ex-Hands of the Faith were all declared by C. M.
Remey as violators of the Will and Testament of ‘Abdu’l-Baha. C. M. Remey, prior to his
proclamation of Ridvan 1960, sent a number of correspondences to the ex-Hands of the Faith
inviting them to reconsider their stand against the Institution of the Guardianship represented by the
person of C. M. Remey as the second Guardian of the Faith.

On contrary, the ex-Hands of the Faith became so bold and arrogant that in 1963 they
created/elected a body of nine people and named it, “universal house of justice.” This body was not
the development of the International Baha’i Council “into officially recognized Baha'i Court, its
transformation into duly elected body”; and without its Head, the Guardian of the Baha’i Faith, it
became the false universal house of justice predicted by Shoghi Effendi in his correspondence of
the summer 1925.

Initially the ex-Hands of the Faith and subsequently the false universal house of justice
continue to mislead the believers and others of the true nature of the Baha’i Faith. They removed
the Institution of Guardianship from the World Order of Baha’u’llah, terminated the Institution of
the Hands of Faith, overtook the duties of Guardian of the Faith, changed the Writings to suits their
design, and, in short have turned the Baha’i Faith into a sect-yet another source of division among
the people of the world. The present administration in Haifa, the false universal house of justice,
does not represent the Baha’i Faith and deserves no consideration whatsoever. The believers must
avoid this false universal house of justice, stop all financial assistance, and refuse to elect or be
elected into the so called national or local spiritual assemblies. The believers in Baha’u’llah should
remember the advice of Baha’u’llah; “Treasure the companionship of the righteous and eschew all
fellowship with the ungodly.”

Since departure of Shoghi Effendi from this world, initially C. M. Remey and subsequently
his successors D. A. Harvey and Jacques Soghomonian the Third and the Fourth Guardians of the
Baha’i Faith respectively, and currently I, the present Guardian of the Baha’i Faith, have written to
the ex-Hands of the Faith and the false universal house of justice regarding the importance of the
Institution of the Guardianship as highlighted in the Will and Testament of ‘Abdu’l-Baha. These
correspondences have brought no results. Other believers have sent thousands of pages of
correspondence to the present administration in Haifa, requesting them to be faithful to the
Covenant and to accept the continuation of the Guardianship. As much as we have practice
patience, they became bold and audacious in attacking the Faith and the Institutions delineated in
the Will and Testament of ‘Abdu’l-Baha, in particular the Institution of the Guardianship. They



have continued to mislead the believers, the leaders of the world, various institutions of the present
governments of the world and many other people.

I, the present Guardian of the Faith, have now decided to announce objectives of a Three Years Plan
for informing the people of the world the true nature of the Baha’i Faith badly misrepresented by
the present administration in Haifa.

The objectives of the Plan are outlined below.

Obijective One

Informing the people of the world the true nature of the Baha’i Faith and the World Order of
Baha’u’llah, initially to its leaders; kings, queens and presidents, the speakers of the
legislative bodies; the ministers, including attorney generals, members of the parliaments of
the governments of the world, Governments Security Institutions; international, national and
local media outlets, etc.

The office of the present Guardian of the Faith will prepare the required documents to be
sent to the above referenced list.

The individual believers will be given tasks to inform the local authorities of the true nature
of the Baha’i Faith and the World Order of Baha’u’llah. The required documents will be
prepared by the office of the Guardian. The individual believers are not permitted to contact
local authorities without permission from the present Guardian of the Faith.

Obijective Two

Review, update and publish the 1940 edition of the introductory book; “Baha’u’llah And
The New Era,” by Dr J E Esslemont. Three to five thousand copies to be printed and placed
in different major libraries of the world.

This to include proper responses to video clips posted on these types of social
media by the Haifa Group and their supporters misrepresenting the Faith and the Baha’i
Administrative Institutions.
